COST:  To achieve this Level 3 qualification the cost is £699 (excluding below mentioned First Aid qualification)
WHEN: 6-10th February 2017, 9.30-5.30 each day: Core training week (to be followed by self-study and practice, see below, that achieves qualification)
This qualification provides learners with the knowledge, understanding and skills needed to set up and run a Forest School programme. As the Level 3 qualification, it prepares learners for employment as a Forest School leader. It is a nationally recognised qualification.
The course is being delivered by Forest School Education (FSE  - http://forestschools.com/) The tutor is Steve Greaves who has 14 years experience of forest school leadership and tutorage. It is taking place at OrganicLea’s market garden and woodland site in Northeast London (www.organiclea.org.uk)
This February course is followed by self study and planning your Forest School programme. 

During this time, learners are required to:

· Complete coursework and a portfolio (average 100 hours). The Tutor will provide structured deadlines and feedback. 
· Plan and lead 6 practice sessions. This can be at a venue of your choosing. An assessor will visit one of these.

1. Learning and Development at a Forest School Programme

2. Practical Skills for a Forest School Programme

3. Forest School Programmes & the Woodland Environment

5. Delivery of a Forest School Programme

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS: To achieve the Level 3 Certificate, you must hold a first aid certificate; the 16 hour ITC outdoor first aid certificate or equivalent. We can signpost you to outdoor first aid courses during the Training (additional cost of approx £100). We may be able to run this at the Hawkwood site in the Spring if there is enough interest.

· become a Forest School Programme Leader.

· demonstrate understanding of the theories & principles behind Forest School 

· demonstrate practical skills & knowledge to deliver a Forest School programme 

· prepare a handbook, policies and materials for a Forest School programme

· plan, deliver, evaluate & self reflect on a Forest School Programme
